There are many greyhound aficionados in New England and Canada. While there are small adop-
tion programs and groups in these areas, the region is devoid of greyhound racing making it hard for
these groups to acquire greyhounds to adopt in these areas. We are happy to have the greyhounds to
supply to these groups. However, we do incur some expenses in the process. So, we are looking for
sponsors for these greyhounds to help curtail some of these expenses.

If you’'d like to cover a greyhound’s travel expenses, you can do so for $80. All greyhounds leav-
ing the kennel need to be spayed/neutered and have a general check-up (shots, etc). You can sponsor
vet services for $230 per greyhound. When greyhounds travel to certain states, they are required to carry
a health certificate. This certificate costs $25. If one of these services isn’'t in your budget, any sponsor-
ship amount will aid us in finding loving homes outside the NE Florida and SE Georgia region.

So far this year we have transported 135 Greyhounds at a cost of $85-$100 per greyhound. If you
